We
feel committed to both the young people we
serve and their families as well as remain
committed to our staff. While this presents a
challenge to us financially, | am hoping that it is
an isolated issue that will be resolved as soon
as the state reaches an agreement of the
budget. In the meantime, we are looking for
ways to offset the funding shortfall and are
researching private funding sources for
possible grant opportunities.
